What is Awana: Early Start and how does it differ from Awana: K5?
To accommodate increased registration numbers and to provide an earlier program option for families, the 2009-10 Awana year will offer a full Awana:  Early Start program that begins at 6:00pm and ends at 7:30pm.  Awana:  Early Start will include Cubbies, Sparks and T&T clubs.

The Awana: K5 will begin at 6:30pm and end at 8:00pm just like previous Awana years at Plymouth Covenant.  The Awana: K5  will only include Sparks and T&T clubs.  
All Cubbies kids must register for the Awana:  Early Start option since it is the only time frame when the Cubbies program will run.
Awana:  Early Start and the Awana: K5 will offer identical programs that run during different time slots with a one hour overlap.  For the first year, Awana:  Early Start is likely to be smaller in numbers than the Awana: K5, but should still run around 60 kids in Cubbies and 60 kids in Sparks and T&T combined.
